handling options. Besides the standard all-synchro 3-speed,

you can choose our smooth Turbo Hydra-Matic or all-synchro

4-speed. Couple these with a wisely selected rear axle ratio
and our firmer shocks and springs, and you'll have a car
you probably didn't know you could buy on this side of the

Atlantic. But there's more




The Grand Prix makes no bones about being elegant. Actually,

we've gone out of our way to make it that way. The soft con-

toured bucket seats of expanded Morrokide shown at near

right are standard equipment. Or you can specify a fabric

version in the hardtop. Either way, you get a smart burled elm
styled console that matches the striking wood grain appear
ance of the instrument panel, Or, at no extra cost on the hard
top, you can substitute our Strato-bench seat with armrest
shown at far right. It also comes in expanded Morrokide, But
with bench seats you must give up the console. All interiors
carry through the Grand Prix’s famous monochromatic color
themes where possible. In the case of extremely light colors,
we have color-keyed darker, more practical carpeting. Choos
ing the interior, however, is only a small part of individualizing
